KEEPING CHILDREN SAFE WORKSHOPS

St. John the Apostle Church will be hosting a workshop of KCS for those of you who have never attended

the workshop. It will be on September 15, 2009, from 6:30 p.m. —9:30 p.m.

They will also have a Retraining session for employees or volunteers that have attended the initial session.

It will be on September 20, 2009, 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Call the church office to register at least 5 days before the workshops at 817-284-4811. The classes are for adults
only. Babysitting will be provided by contacting the church office at least 7 days before the session you will be
attending.

FROM THE NURSE’S OFFICE

We will be screening for Vision and Hearing the week of September 14. The State requires that we screen
students in PK, K, 1%, 3 5" 7™ and all new students to our school. If your child wears glasses please make
sure they wear them. They need to be tested with their glasses on. Parents will only be notified of the results
if they fail any of the screenings.

I will also be testing for Acanthosis Nigricans, which is a skin condition that could be a marker that signals
elevated insulin levels and a risk of developing diabetes and other conditions in the future. This involves the
testing of students in grades, 1%, 3, 5™ and 7. The screening is simply the checking of the neck area for
discoloration (black-brown velvety marker), appearance of a line, or raised thickened skin on the back of the neck.
